Members of MESA are invited to be presenters on this occasion.Vocational Education & TrainingVocational Education and Training refers to a system that enables secondary students to complete some form of vocational training as part of the West Australian Certificate of Education.Students at Mercedes College students may complete Certificate courses under the Australian Qualifications Framework .  Units of competency are embedded in certain subjects for example, students completing Workplace Learning 1a & 1b also complete units of study for the Certificate 1 in Workplace Preparation.
